A Genito-Urinary Medicine (sexual health) 
service will no longer be delivered from the 
Leicester Royal Infirmary or Loughborough 
Hospital but will be available at St Peter’s 
Health Centre, Leicester and Loughborough 
Health Centre, Pinfold Gate, Loughborough 
(the old walk-in centre). There will also be a 
number of other sites where you can access 
services.

Choices
Choices is a free, confidential and friendly service, 
staffed by a team of nurses and found across 
Leicester City Centre for young people aged 24 and 
under.

The service offers:

•	 Testing and treatment for sexual infections 
•	 Contraceptive pills 
•	 Contraceptive injection
•	 Contraceptive implant 
•	 Emergency contraceptive pill (morning after pill) 
•	 FREE pregnancy testing, and referral for abortion 

(or to a midwife)  
•	 FREE condoms

Chlamydia Screening  

A free, confidential Chlamydia testing service for 
15 - 24 year olds in Leicester, Leicestershire and 
Rutland.

Chlamydia is the most common sexually transmitted 
infection in young people. Without a test you probably 
wouldn’t know if you had it - there are usually no visible 
symptoms. It’s easy to treat but left untreated it can cause 
long term problems.

Psychosexual Counselling 

A specialist psychosexual counselling service for clients 
aged 16 and over who are referred by their GP for the 
management of the following psychosexual conditions:

•	 Lack/Loss of libido
•	 Non-consummation
•	 Orgasm problems
•	 Vaginismus

•	 Dyspareunia
•	 Erectile dysfunction, ejaculatory problems and 

other penile problems such as pain and anxiety

Domiciliary Services

available for those who may find it difficult to 
access a GP practice or sexual health clinic for 
contraception advice and/or treatment. For example, 
those with a severe physical or learning disability, 
vulnerable young people in care or leaving care, 
teenage parents.
