We offer support to patients, relatives and staff.  This includes 

pastoral, spiritual and religious care.  The team includes Christian, 

Hindu, Muslim, Sikh and Non-religious chaplains.  We are also 

supported by volunteers from various faiths and beliefs.  

We are here for you 

Many people find that the stress of coming into hospital raises all 

sorts of questions, anxieties and fears.  Anyone can have spiritual 

needs relating how  they make sense of what is going on in their 

lives and these can often go unrecognised until times of crisis.  We 

are here to listen in confidence and offer emotional support to 

anyone during their stay in hospital.  Talking to someone who is 

part of the wider hospital team but who is not involved in your 

treatment or care can be very helpful. We are here for people of all 

religions and beliefs, including non-religious beliefs. 

Requesting a visit 

We visit the wards regularly. If you would like us to visit you, or 

someone you know who is a patient, you can: 

 Give the slip opposite to one of the staff caring for you. 

The ward staff will pass on your request.  They are also able to 

contact a duty chaplain at any time for urgent support.
